Bathtubs manufactured by Whitecross are the highest quality products. They are made entirely of
sanitary acrylic to meet the requirements of the most demanding clients. Before installation and
use, please read this manual and warranty requirements. We also encourage you to visit
www.sanjet.ru, which includes precise technical data of your chosen bathtub model.

Installation guidelines:
. Failure to follow the installation guidelines may damage the product and void the warranty.

. Do not slide the bathtub across the floor during transport and installation.

. During installation works, and after checking the surface, protect the surface against any
contamination or damage.

. The bathtub may not be installed in rooms where temperature drops below 4°C.

. When planning the location of the bathtub and during installation, take into account that
the bathtub is made of thermally formed acrylic, which means that it should not be stored,
transported or installed in vicinity of strong heat sources. Moreover, you must ensure
appropriate ventilation it the room

. Installation must be carried out by a qualified installer.

. Installation of the products must ensure easy access for maintenance purposes, without the
necessity to dismantle other devices or buildings.

. The manufacturer recommends entrusting drilling of openings in the bathtub for installation
of fittings or other devices to a professional installer/serviceman. Please remember that
the warranty does not cover effects of arbitrary repairs, modifications, and changes in
construction, made by the user or other unauthorised persons.

. Please read the list of prohibited actions that result in rejection of any warranty claim
(page 8).

NOTE!
Before starting installation, check the product. For this purpose, take the protective film off and
check the bathtub for visible transport damage or manufacturing defects.

1. BATHTUB FEET INSTALLATION

NOTE!
Remember to appropriately protect the surface to prevent damage to the rims of the bathtub.

1.1. MOUNTING PROFILE

Feet must be mounted on a special profile, ensure that the profiles are positioned
at 90 degrees to the axis of the bathtub bottom in relation to the longer side.

As of 01.08.2018, the bathtub label includes information regarding the number of the bathtub feet
set that match a given bathtub

1.2. MOUNTING PINS
NOTE!
This applies to Great Arc bathtubs

In case of bathtub models with handles mounted on the bottom of the bathtub in factory, feet are
installed by screwing pins that are included in the set.

2.1. THERMALLY FORMED HOUSING - 1ZI SYSTEM

NOTE!
This does not apply to Slim bathtubs!

A. Install mounting plates on the blocks located under the rim of the bathtub to allow installation of
I1zi System thermally formed housing (supplied with the housing)

B. Use screws to mount the plates (supplied with the housing)

3. DRAINAGE SYSTEM INSTALLATION

Atfter installing the bathtub on the mounted feet, start installation of the bathtub drainage system
(not included in the set)

4. POSITIONING AND INSTALLATION OF THE BATHTUB
4.1. POSITIONING OF THE BATHTUB

After positioning the bathtub in the target place of installation:

A. Establish required bathtub installation height, taking into account planned housing

B. Using adjustable feet, set required height and level the bathtub

C. Using a level, mark the previously established bathtub height — upper edge of the rim
D. Mark the previously established height of the bathtub — lower edge of the rim

E. Using a level, mark the outline of the bathtub on the wall

preparation for installation — bathtub with 2 sides adhering to a wall.

1) if the long side of the bathtub is 140 cm long — install a mounting element on the long
side — 15 cm from the beginning and 15 cm from the end of the bathtub side (fig.1)

2) if the shorter side of the bathtub is 70 cm long — install a mounting element on the short
side — 10 cm from the beginning and 10 cm from the end of the bathtub side (fig.2)




B. Mounting of the element that fixes the bathtub to a wall using screws (included in the set)

Mark an outline of the mounting element opening on a wall beforehand

Remember about appropriate configuration of the mounting element — depending on the type of the
rim of the bathtub. We suggest using silicone to connect the bathtub rim with a wall

C. Position the bathtub on mounting elements installed on a wall.

5. INSTALLATION OF HOUSINGS ON BATHTUBS
Before starting installation of the housing or building, check the tightness of the drainage system

5.1. THERMALLY FORMED HOUSING - I1ZI SYSTEM
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A. After inserting the housing into holders under the upper rim, outline the rim of the bathtub and
mark the point of installation of plates and the abrasive strip.

B. Adhere abrasive strips that prevent the housing from sliding out in marked places

C. Install mounting plates to the floor.

D. Adhere abrasive strips in the plates' installation places (point 2.1)

E. Slide the housing under the bathtub rim so that the mounting plates were supported on the
abrasive strips

NOTE! If necessary, adapt the housing to existing conditions in the bathroom (reduce the housing by
cutting it to length)



Care and maintenance:

. It is forbidden to use agents containing micro-crystals causing dullness of the acrylic surface

. In case of all surfaces, use a soft cloth (made of microfibre) and mild cleaning agents (of soap
type), and then rinse with plenty of clean water and dry using a soft cloth. Remove limescale
using dishwashing agents or citric acid.

. Lack of appropriate care may cause damage to the product and result in rejection of warranty
claims.

. Dulling or minor scratches on the acrylic surface may be removed using polish paste and soft
cloth.

. The acrylic surface is resistant to acids, bases, and salts, however, it must be protected
against contact with organic solvents, fire or other sources of high temperature.

. Exercise caution when using the bathtub, do not hit it with other items.

. Carry out periodical cleaning, and in case of water deviating from standard parameters
(e.g. hardness and contamination), adapt the frequency to existing conditions, taking into
account that use of the product in non-standard conditions reduces its useful life, and lack of
maintenance and care decreases it drastically.

. The surface of the bathtub is not resistant to oxidising substances and micropigments. Avoid
contact with nail-polish removers (acetone).

The following section contains information regarding inappropriate methods of handling the
product, which result in rejection of warranty claims and may void the warranty:

. Failure to observe principles of this document.

. Actions associated with incorrect installation — contrary to the installation instructions (when
there is detailed information on this subject), installation principles applicable in a given
country, contrary to best construction practices.

. Lack of periodic maintenance, inspections and care about the product and its functioning
through appropriate maintenance and care.

. Use of aggressive chemical or abrasive agents for cleaning.

. Use of the product contrary to its purpose and applicable standards.

. Execution of repairs by unauthorised person or use of non-original parts.

. Installation of incomplete product.

. Interference in the structure of the product, autonomous dismantling attempt, modifications,
improvements that interfere in the structure of the product by the user or other unauthorised
persons.

. Use of inappropriate tools that may damage the product, its structure or components.

. If the assembly does not ensure access to the bathtub for maintenance purposes — do not
build the bathtub in a fixed building. The manufacturer will not dismantle a bathtub that has not
been built in accordance with the warranty conditions and will not take any responsibility for
items damaged during dismantling (tiles, strips and other elements of bathroom equipment).

. Unstable installation.

. Incorrect installation of the siphon/overflow, bathtub tap and other elements installed in the
bathtub.

. Failure to immediately execute repairs and report a complaint, leading to progressive
deterioration of the product and peripherals.



Warranty:

1. The brand Whitecross grants a warranty on correctly installed, used and maintained
product (in accordance with information included in the Whitecross bathtubs installation
and use sheet)

2. The only document that authorises to make complaints is a proof of purchase (invoice, bill,
receipt and complete warranty card).

3. The warranty covering Whitecross bathtubs starts to apply on the day of purchase and lasts: — 20
years for durability of the colour of the acrylic coating for Whitecross bathtubs (excluding free-
standing bathtubs) — 5 years on the durability of the colour of the acrylic coating of free-standing
Whitecross bathtubs. The term of the warranty starts to run anew after replacement of a product with
a product free from defects as a part of warranty.

4. Warranty claims will be accepted only if the product is used in accordance with its intended
purpose specified by currently applicable standard, as well as is installed, cleaned and maintained
in accordance with principles provided in the card.

5. Defects found during the warranty period will be removed free of charge.

The warranty period is extended by the time of repair and the period during which the client
could not use the product due to a defect. The claimant should deliver or send a product that is
appropriately protected against damage for the time of transport.

6. During the warranty period, a defective product will be repaired or replaced by the producer with
a defect-free product of similar value free of charge.

7. The client may obtain current warranty conditions on www.sanjet.ru or via e-mail upon his
or her request.

8. Issued product is subject to control by the vendor who issues the product to the client along with
a warranty card.

9. The warranty does not exclude, limit or suspend the rights of the buyer resulting from the
warranty specified by the provisions of the Civil Code.
